Segovia
Right in the heart of Segovia, just a short walk from the
Cathedral, the aqueduct and the Alcazar, this 16th
Century palace has been recently converted into a very
comfortable four star, family owned hotel. The hotel has
thirty three individually decorated and furnished,
spacious rooms, distributed on three floors. The central,
covered patio, which was the original cloisters, has a
bar (open to the public) and is where breakfast is

Region: Ávila & the Sierra de Gredos

(on the site of an old sinagogue and rabbi's house), has
been transformed into a stylish hotel with modern
decoration in the minimalist style, yet respecting the
original features. Somewhat Scandanavian in feel with
its colour scheme of black, white and pine, blending in
with stone and brick, it also has a tempting restaurant,
an atmospheric bodega down in the cellar and an

Region: Salamanca
Magnificent Salamanca Spain's foremost university town
Walking in the Sierra de Francia

Cáceres is located in the heart of the city's old quarter,
declared a World Heritage Site.

The elegance of this
Renaissance palace is combined with stylish but sober
touches which create a relaxed atmosphere.
